Brought together by a mutual love of Joni Mitchell's music, Stryngs blend influences that include John Martyn, Martin 
Simpson, Maya Angelou and W.B. Yeats, and yet create music which is completely their own. They have recorded two 
albums of original material and played at many venues in and around London and Cambridge in England - from house 
concerts, to an audience of 600 at Islington's famous 'Carling Academy'. Quality musicianship, writing and arrangements 
support beautiful vocals, and lyrics that can stand alone as poetry. 
Normally a five-piece band, Stryngs are travelling this year as a duo of female vocals (Strings) and acoustic guitar 
(Martin); seeking out the folk-music culture and the spectacular scenery of the Western United States. 
Aside from her career as a psychiatrist, Strings has won national awards for her poetry, and brings her poetic talents, her 
empathy and humanity to her lyric writing.  
Martin has had a long career in the music industry, for the last seventeen years as a mastering engineer. Having played 
guitar since the age of fourteen, he has finally decided to step out from behind the console to write and perform.
